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Memorandum of Understanding for Academic Exchange and Cooperation
between
Universitat Bern, Interdisciplinary Centre for General Ecology (IKAOe)
and
Nagoya University, EcoTopia Science Institute (ESI)

The University of Bern, Interdisciplinary Centre for General Ecology, and the Nagoya University, EcoTopia Science Institute,
desiring to develop academic exchange and cooperation in research and education, have agreed as follows:

1. Each institution will make an effort to promote and develop cooperation in the following activities based upon
the principles of equality and reciprocity:
a) Exchange of faculty members, research staff, and young scientists.
b) Exchange of academic materials and academic publications.
¢) Joint research and related activities.

2. Visiting faculty, research staff, and young scientists:

a) To implement the collaborative activities envisaged, representatives of the Universities may propose, negotia-
te, and conclude specific agreements. The details, including the financial arrangements, will be set out in the
specific agreements. The Universities acknowledge that in the absence of any provision to the contrary in the
specific agreement(s), all expenses of salary, travel, accommodation, living and other related costs will be the
responsibility of the visitor's home university.

b) Both institutions agree to assist the visiting persons in finding adequate housing.

3. This Memorandum shall commence on the date of its signing by the parties and remain in force for a period of
three years. It may be amended by the parties’ mutual consent. This Memorandum shall renew itself automatically
for successive periods of two years unless either University gives written notice to terminate at least six months
before the expiry of the relevant two-year period.

4. This Memorandum is produced in English and Japanese. Both texts are equally authentic.
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
